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Finding Good Deals 
on Clothing and 

Furniture

Living in a foreign country is a great 

experience, but there is at least one 

major disadvantage: trying to pack 

everything you’ll need into a few 

suitcases!  It’s inevitable that you 

won’t be able to bring everything 

you want and will have to buy some 

things when you get to your 

destination.  Even if you brought 

several suitcases, you may not have 

been able to find warm coats in your 

country, and there’s no way you 

could bring a living room couch or 

chair on the airplane!  Buying new 

clothing and furniture can be 

expensive. However, there is an 

inexpensive alternative; you can 

shop at stores that sell used clothing 

and furniture.  

 

There are many used clothing stores 

in Pittsburgh where you can find 

anything from a Halloween costume 

to a winter coat to a new pair of 

jeans.  Although the clothing is 

used, it is still in good shape and 

often is good quality.  Some stores 

like the Avalon Exchange in Squirrel 

Hill specialize in vintage clothes, or 

an older style of clothing.  Others, 

like the Red, White & Blue Thrift 

Store in Brookline or Common 

Thread in Lawrenceville, have a 

diverse selection of clothing.  

 

Goodwill stores also have a wide 

selection of used clothing and 

furniture.  There are two locations 

near Oakland, one in the South Side 

and one on Penn Circle in the East 

End.  Goodwill contributes to the 

local economy through more than 

just their stores; they also offer job 

training, driver’s education and 

even ESL classes!  You can get more 

information (or get involved in a 

class) at their website: 

www.goodwillswpa.org. 

 

If you want furniture for your 

apartment, you could also start by 

looking on-line. The Used Furniture 

Warehouse in Pittsburgh has a 

website with information and a few 

pictures at 

www.theusedfurniturewarehouse.com. 

You can also use Pittsburgh’s 

Craigslist site: 

http://pittsburgh.craigslist.org/ and 

then look under ‘Furniture’ or

Be sure to tell 

the driver where you want to go to be 

sure you get off at the right stop!   

 
Waterworks Mall 

This outdoor shopping center (or strip 

mall as they are sometimes called) has 

everything… even a WalMart! Catch 

the 500 bus at the corner of Fifth and 

Bigelow going towards Shadyside. 

Make sure you check the bus 

schedule! Not every 500 bus stops at 

the Waterworks. It’s about 30 minutes 

on bus. Another option is to take the 

74B. Again, you can catch this at the 

corner of Fifth and Bigelow heading 

towards Shadyside. This bus also only 

takes around 30 minutes, but it does 

not come regularly at all, so be sure to 

check the schedule before you leave.

To get there, hop on the 28X bus at 

Fifth and Bigelow heading toward 

downtown. The bus ride takes about 

45 minutes and will drop you off at 

the mall.   

 

Ross Park Mall

away and has tons of their favorite 

stores.

To get there, you can catch the 12A at 

Fifth and Bigelow.

Another option is to catch 

the 13U bus at the corner of Fifth and 

Bigelow, get off at McKnight, then 

transfer to the 12A or walk to the Mall. 

Even with the transfer it only takes 

about one hour travel time.
