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▪ IEP sessions begin three times a year: September, January, May

▪ Each session is 13 weeks, 20 hours per week​

▪ Classes meet Monday/Tuesday/Wednesday/Thursday

▪ Classes in Speaking, Listening, Reading, Writing, and Grammar​

▪ Full-time students: 20 class hours per week​

▪ I-20s issued by the ELI for full-time language study

▪ Multiple levels of proficiency​

▪ Placement test used to assign students to levels

▪ Admission to the ELI does not include admission to a degree program at the 
University of Pittsburgh. ​​
